The exterior lighting levels are also maintained to international standards and were designed to reduce 

light pollution.

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Hints for Hiking in the Country Parks 

 

 

To have a safe and pleasant journey in Hong Kong's country parks, please pay attention to the following: 

 

 

 Plan your itinerary carefully, take a detailed map with you and notify your friends of your itinerary. 

Travel in a group and have adequate sleep before start-off. 

 

 

 Some trails are unsuitable for inexperienced hikers. Take extra care in hot, muggy weather. 

 

 

 Wear a light-coloured, long-sleeved shirt and trousers, or apply insect-repellent ointment if your arms 

or legs are exposed. Wear a hat or apply sun-protection cream. Carry sufficient food and water, and 

rest when necessary. 

 

 

 Take your rubbish to a large rubbish-collection point. 

 

 

 Do not engage in any of the following illegal activities: littering, driving without a permit in a country 

park, making a fire or camping in undesignated areas, or carrying a pneumatic gun or hunting 

equipment. 

 

 

 Do not carry a large amount of cash or valuables, and carry as few credit cards and bankcards as 

possible. Keep a mobile phone with you in case of emergency; if have a companion, power off one 

mobile phone for use as a backup. 

 

 

 Report suspicious activity to the police immediately. If you are robbed, stay calm, do not resist, and 

follow the robber's instructions. Note the appearance, skin colour, clothes, accent and other features 

of the robbers and the direction in which they escape, so as to help the police identify them.
