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About 40% land of Hong Kong Island has been
designated as country parks; in particular, the
Aberdeen Country Park and the Tai Tam Country
Park, designated in 1977, are the oldest couniry
parks. The 50-kilometre Hong Kong Trall passes
through five country parks on Hong Kong lsland
from west 1o east.

Country parks on Hong Kong Island present us the
sharp contrast between natural scenery and
metropalitan beauly. Looking down from above,
you will feast your eyes on the unique landscape
interwoven by the green courntryside and the
bustling city Amazing scenes in the country parks
include  towering mountain - peaks,  pleasant
reservoirs and verdant rees. Among others, the
Victoria Peak, Dragon's Back and Tal Long Wan
are highly acclaimed tourist aftractions. Besides,
time-honoured reservoir architectures, war ruins
and historic sites in the parks will tell you what
Hong Kong has expenanced over the past century,
Iriggering you o explore maore in past memaores.

Lung Fu Shan Country Park
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The Lung Fu Shan Country Park is the
smallest country park in Hong Kong. Hidden
in the dense forests are the Finewood Batiery,
remaing of old forts and other war ruins,
ehabling wvisitors to learn more about Hong
Kong's history while enjoying the beauty of
nature.
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Pok Fu Lam Country Park
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The Pok Fu Lam Country Park is a sylvan
sanctuary encompassing the Pok Fu Lam
Reservoir and the Victoria Peak. Being the
oldest reservoir built on Hong Kong Island,
the Pok Fu Lam Reservoir blends into the
surrounding green woods and trees, forming
a magnificent and beautiful landscape. The
wooded Victoria Peak, a famous tourist spot in
Hong Kong, and the graceful Victoria Harbour
below form an amazing cityscape.

Aberdeen Country Park
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The Aberdeen Country Park covers a wide
domain of southern uplands and valleys. The
Aberdeen Upper Reservoir and the Aberdeen
Lower Reservoir here are the youngest
resenvoirs built on Hong Kong Island. You cannot
help marvelling at the grand reservoirs and
dams and the fiocks of black kites hovering over
the valley.
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Tai Tam Country Park
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Mestled in the eastern corner of Hong Kong
Island, the Tai Tam Couniry Park occupies about
one sixth of Hong Kong Island’s land area and is
the largest country park on Hong Kong Island.
Surrounced by wooded mountains, Tai Tam
Valley is a beautiful scenic spat in the park, and
the reservoirs here are just like gems in the
countryside of Hong Kong Island. Rambling
around the Tai Tam Reservoir, you will have a
delicate taste of the highly original historic
ensemble of water facilities.
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Country Park
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The country park lies on the northern edge of
the Tai Tam Country Park. Standing on the top of
Mount Parker, you can overlook the graceful
Victoria Harbour. In foggy days of spring, the
top of Mount Parker offers the best view of sea
of clouds in the city. Historic buildings in the
park, including the Woodside Biodiversity
Education Centre and wartime communal
stoves, tell tourists more about Hong Kong's
history.
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Shek O Country Park
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Sitting in the southeastern corner of Hong Kong
Island, the Shek O Country Park is filled with
popular hiking destinations, including Pottinger
Peak, Mount Collinson, Wan Cham Shan and
Shek O Peak. The Dragon's Back, an
undulating ridgetop trail between Wan Cham
Shan and Shek O Peak, is the jewel in the crown,
altracting overseas tourists to pay a vist to the place.
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Pinewood Battery
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Situated on Lung Fu Shan, the Pinewood
Battery is the only existing anti-aircraft battary
built before the war in Hong Kong. With war
legacies around, it has become a mark of the
Battle of Hong Kong.
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Lugard Road

Lugard Road, on the
top of the Vicloria Peak g
and encircling Victoria
Gap, is the only plank
road built around the hill in Hong Kong, I is an ideal
scenic drive for viewing the scenery of Viclora
Hartour, Interpratation plates are erected along the
footpath 10 show a briel description of the animals
and plants, natural ecology and historic cullure of the
peak.

The spectacular scenery of the clear blue
resenvoir is a splendid work of the great nature and
ingenious architects.

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The two outdoor stoves in the Tal Tam (Quarry Bay
extension) Country Park were built during 1938 to
1939 for cocking food in the time of war In
addition to the stoves, there are some other relies
nearby such as food depots and caves which
rmight have been used for hiding.
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Viewing the sea on
Oragon's Back
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‘Dragon’s Back” at Hong Kong Trail Section & was
once selected as one of "the Best Urban Hike” in Asia,
When viewed from afar, the mountain trail looks like the
bore ridge of a dragon lying prostrate on the ground,
hence the name “Dragon’s Back”™. Standing high on
the mountain trail, we can enjoy the breathtaking view
of Shek O, Big Wave Bay and even Tung Lung Chau,
Stankey and Tai Tam.
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Woodside
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Waoodside
The Woodside, also known as the Red House, iz a

two-storey Edwardian-shyle building constructed
with red bricks and granites in 1920. The Woodside,
originally the Senior Staff Quarters of the Taikoo
Sugar Refining Company, is now a Grade |l historic
building. In 2012, it was revitalised into the
Biodiversity Education Centre. The centre offers
interactive exhibiions t© introduce the precious
natural resources and biodversity in Hong Kong.
Outside the centre, we can see an idyllic scene and
chains of green hills, which form an amazing scene
in contrast with the bustling Quarry Bay below.
